Real Progress on the Sports Hall 

This time last year, the Sellwood Sports Hall 
had moved from being a vision to having the 
foundations laid.  

The credit crunch was beginning to bite, it

When we last wrote the base of the building 
had been laid but funds had run out.

were moved. Because of their generous re-
sponse over the last eight month we have 
been able to proceed further.

The frame went up very quickly over three 
weeks and then the floor was laid. And that 
is where we have got to today. 

The next phase is to construct the walls. We 
have £42,000 towards this but need a further 
£30-£40,000 to get moving.
